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Evaluating the Research Performances of Tourism Academic Communities of China
from 2003 to 2016

Abstract: By using the method of big data, taking 22619 tourism academic papers which are from the
Chinese core periodicals database, CSSCI database and CSCD database as the whole sample,
multidimensional evaluating and ranking 935 academic journals, 18773 authors and 3899 institutions in
the sample involved, this paper introduces academic evaluation factors of the h index and the g index.
Both the h index and the g index are two quantitative tools for evaluating scientists’ research
performance. The h index can effectively reflect a total of cited frequency of papers, but it is not
sensitive to high-frequency cited papers. The g index fully makes up for the deficiency of the h index
and can effectively reflect the situation of high-frequency cited papers.

According to the calculation results, they comprehensively and objectively reflect the scientific
research ability and academic influence of China's tourism academic community in 2003~2016. For
academic journals, the h index was above 12 with a total of 106 journals publishing tourism academic
papers. The g indices of the top 11 journals were above 50, in addition to Commercial Research, the g
indices of the Topl1 journals belonging to the geography were above 66. Thus, compared with other
disciplines, the geography had a great contribution to the subject of Tourism. For institutions, Anhui
Normal University was ranked No. 1 based on its h index (58) and Sun Yat- Sen University was ranked
No. 1 based on its g index (91). There were 17 institutions that published tourism academic papers with
the g index of not less than 50. In addition to the Chinese Academy of Sciences and the Chinese
Academy of social sciences, the remaining 15 Institutions were colleges or universities. The “15+2”
colleges and universities and scientific research institutions have become the backbone of the tourism
academic community.For authors, the h indices of the top 94 authors were above 10 , and there were 49
authors with the h index equal to 9. The age structure of these team members is becoming more and
more reasonable, young scholars beginning to emerge, having initially achieved intergenerational
change, and it fully illustrates the successor of China's tourism academic research.

From the ranking we can see geography have the biggest contribution to the tourism academic
research in China, and the academic journals of geography play an important role in the tourism
academic circle; all institutions of tourism academic research give priority to colleges & universities,
supplemented by scientific research institutions. For the influence of tourism academic community, the
following 3 institutions have formed a situation of tripartite confrontation, that is, Bao Jigang as the
leader of the Sun Yat- sen University research team, headed by Lu Lin, Anhui Normal University
research team, and by Ma Yaofeng in Shaanxi Normal University research team, having initially
achieved tourism academic inheritance and intergenerational replacement.
